• ALL census takers undergo an FBI check 
and FBI fingerprint check 

     The information collected by the Cen-
sus Bureau is kept confidential, is not dis-
cussed with anyone, and your personal 
information is not reported to any en-
forcement agency for any reason. 
     Census data are used to reapportion 
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one living in the United States. Therefore, 
a census taker must visit that address to 
ensure everyone is counted once and 
counted in the right place. 
How to identify Census Takers: 
• Census ID badge (contains a Dept. of 

Commerce watermark) 
• May carry a bag (Census Bureau logo) 
• If asked, they will provide you with su-

pervisor contact information and/or the 
Local Census Office phone # for verifi-
cation 

• Will ask ONLY 10 questions (the ones 
on the paper form) 

• Will NOT ask for citizenship status, So-
cial Security numbers, credit card num-
bers, or bank account information 

• MAY contact you by phone if you are 
unavailable in person 

• Will NOT contact you by e-mail

     Census data are used to reapportion 
seats in Congress and assure proper repre-
sentation in state and local government. 
Census data also help determine the alloca-
tion of federal funds for community ser-
vices (e.g., senior centers, family support 
programs, highway construction, school 
lunch programs, construction of hospitals, 
and numerous other services).
